Justin’s Journal

 

January 2004

A fairly busy start to the year, as is quite often with this month with birders trying to get their year lists off to a flying start. The drake Ferruginous Duck still lingered at Minsmere until the 26th whilst two adult Black Brants were found at Kirton amongst the ‘Orwell’ flock of Brent Geese on the 1st, remaining in the area until at least the 16th; a third bird was found amongst the ‘Deben’ flock of Brent Geese at Falkenham on the 6th; a Yellow-browed Warbler was reported to be over wintering in Framlingham, reported on several dates between the 5th and 12th but always seemingly to be extremely elusive; on the 9th, an adult Ring-billed Gull was found at Lackford amongst the thousands of Gulls roosting, this remained until the 11th and finally, the absolute stars were found on the 25th on Westleton Heath, no less than five, stunning Northern Long-tailed Tits amongst a Tit flock, these remained until the months end at least. Other winter goodies included one Great Northern Diver, one Red-necked and three Slavonian Grebes, one Blue Fulmar, three Tundra Bean Geese, one Red-crested Pochard, 12+ Smew, two Red Kites, two Glaucous, one Iceland and five Caspian Gulls, up to six Long-eared Owls all sharing the same roost at Lower Holbrook, three Shore Larks, several Waxwings including a flock of 68 in the Ipswich area, four Firecrest and a flock of 70 Twite.

 

February 2004 

Well, if you fancied a winter break from the birding to get a few household chores done, this was not the year for it I’m afraid as the good birding continued from last month. The five Northern Long-tailed Tits remained on Westleton Heath until the 27th although towards the end of their stay, they began to get rather elusive; a Great Grey Shrike turned up at Elveden on the 1st and remained until the months end; assumingly one of the adult Black Brants found at Kirton last month was noted amongst the ‘Orwell’ flock of Brent Geese between Levington Creek and Trimley Marshes from the 9th until the 28th and again assumingly last months drake Ferruginous Duck was again present at Minsmere from the 13th until the 23rd; three Penduline Tits were trapped and ringed on Orfordness on the 15th and finally a drake Green-winged Teal was found at Minsmere on the 22nd and remained until the months end. The supporting cast of other winter goodies was again impressive, including single Red-necked and Slavonian Grebes, one Blue Fulmar, one Red-crested Pochard, six Smew, one Rough-legged Buzzard, one Red Kite, single Glaucous and Iceland Gulls, up to three Long-eared Owls still roosting at Lower Holbrook, five Shore Larks, several Waxwings, five Firecrest and five Lapland Buntings.

 

March 2004 

The first month of spring and boy what a month! The main attraction was an overdue first for Suffolk, a drake Lesser Scaup that was found at the Suffolk Water Park near Bramford on the 16th. Unfortunately for most, it only spent the afternoon on show, disappearing by the next morning! The other main highlights included the drake Green-winged Teal which remained at Minsmere until the 3rd; the Great Grey Shrike which remained at Elveden until the 28th, it was then seen at Barton Mills on the 30th before departing; the drake Ferruginous Duck again put in a brief appearance at Minsmere on the 7th and 8th; the adult Black Brant was again noted off Levington Marina on the 13th; a Gyr Falcon was reported from Butley High Corner on the 13th (I hope this wasn’t either the albino Peregrine Falcon or the Gyr / Saker Falcon hybrid that resides in Hollesley Bay Prison tasting a little bit of freedom!); the five Northern Long-tailed Tits turned up again on Minsmere on the 18th, remaining until the 25th; Westleton Heath produced a Raven which circled over on the 16th and a Common Crane that flew north on the 21st and finally a Great White Egret was seen on Minsmere on the 31st. The supporting cast of scarcities included one Black-throated and two Great Northern Divers, one Spoonbill, one Red-crested Pochard, 11 Smew, one Osprey, six Red Kites, three Glaucous and two Iceland Gulls, a flock of 66 Waxwings around Martlesham and a flock of 85 Twite around Southwold, both records at the start of the month. 

 

 

 

April 2004 

April got off to an absolutely incredible start but then slackened off drastically as northerly biased winds killed off nearly all migration again until mid-month although nothing of much interest turned up again until the end of the month. The main rarities included a Raven over Great Blakenham on the 2nd; assumingly last months Great White Egret at Minsmere again on the 3rd closely followed by an Alpine Swift on the 4th at the same place; a Great Grey Shrike took up residence on Westleton Heath on the 4th, remaining until the 11th; a Black Guillemot was reported off Covehithe on the 5th, a Wryneck was seen on Westleton Heath on the 18th; a drake Green-winged Teal was located on Dunwich shore pools on the 20th, remaining until the 25th (this bird was assumed to be the Minsmere bird from last month); a Rough-legged Buzzard was seen at Corton on the 27th, the same day a Savi’s Warbler was caught and ringed on Orfordness and finally, two adult Night Herons were reported to have flown over Peewit Hill, Felixstowe on the 28th! The supporting cast of scarcities included one Spoonbill, nine Ospreys, five Red Kites, nine Common Cranes and two Glaucous and maybe as many as four Iceland Gulls. Lastly, an incredibly early Nightjar was seen at Boyton on the 17th – this constitutes Suffolk’s earliest record since one was recorded in Blaxhall on the 8th April 1876!

 

May 2004 

Yet again, a breath taking month, absolutely dripping with rarities! The very best of these was a superb female Citrine Wagtail that was found on the shore pools at East Lane, Bawdsey on the 9th. It was only present until about 1000hrs on the 10th but was hopefully enjoyed hundreds of observers whilst giving most Suffolk birders the chance of adding this somewhat overdue species to their Suffolk lists. Other good rarities included two Red-rumped Swallows that spent about two hours over Kingsfleet, Felixstowe; a Bee-eater flew north over Landguard on the 2nd where a Quail was also found on the same day; a Dotterel was on Orfordness on the 4th, a Black-necked Grebe was at the Suffolk Water Park on the 5th; a Hoopoe was found at Minsmere on the 7th, remaining until the 10th; two Honey Buzzards were seen on the 9th flying north – one over Fagbury Cliff and one over Westwood Marshes; Minsmere then enjoyed a little purple patch (again!) notching up a reported  Black Kite flying north as well as a ringtail Montagu’s Harrier on the 13th, a White Stork on the 14th and a Purple Heron on the 20th, this remaining until the months end; a Bee-eater was located at Southwold on the 19th; a Quail was heard singing from a private site near Harkstead on the 21st; a White-winged Black Tern flew past Thorpeness on the 23rd; a Raven was seen flying north over Kingsfleet on the 24th and then it or another was reported from Dunwich Heath on the 29th; a Spotted Crake was calling from Hen Marshes on the 30th and finally on the 31st, two Icterine Warblers were  found, the first was caught and ringed on Orfordness and the second was a singing bird found in the unlikely location of Outney Common Golf course, near Bungay where nearby, a Honey Buzzard and a first summer male Montagu’s Harrier were also seen before, yet again Minsmere came up trumps with a superb first summer male Red-footed Falcon being found. The supporting cast of scarcities was maybe not quite as good as you would have expected although Suffolk did manage to enjoy the mass, national movement of Temminck’s Stint – I estimate at least 19 individuals were recorded although the true number is probably much higher. Other scarcities included nine Spoonbills, three Ospreys, one Red Kite, seven Common Cranes which included a first summer bird that remained at Trimley Marshes from 30th April until the 13th, one Wood Warbler, and three male Red-backed Shrikes.

NEWS FROM AROUND THE SITES

 

FLATFORD

 

January 2004

The big event for Flatford was capture and consequent ringing of a female Hawfinch on the 25th. This was the first record at Flatford since the 1960’s. A total of 124 birds were ringed, of 18 species, the top three being 33 Blue Tits, 22 Blackbirds and 21 Greenfinches. Other unusual birds ringed included 4 Redwings and a Fieldfare.

 

February 2004

A quiet month with the unfavourable weather conditions, however a total of 66 birds were ringed of 11 species, the top three being 16 Blue Tits, 13 Chaffinches and 13 Great Tits. Good numbers of Golden Plover and Lapwings were noted but apart from a Little Egret, little else was noted.

 

March 2004

Again, adverse weather conditions really puts the mockers on all activities all though 43 birds were ringed of 17 species, the top three being 8 Greenfinches, 7 Chaffinches and 6 Blue Tits. The first returning Chiffchaff was noted on the 22nd but otherwise it was generally very quiet. 

 

April 2004

The highlight of the month was the first ever record of a Firecrest, with an individual being trapped and ringed on the 16th. This bird caused mass excitement for ‘ye olde country folk’! Apart from that, the ringing consisted of 93 birds of 23 species, the top species being Blackcap on 19, followed by Chiffchaff on 13 and both House Sparrow and Chaffinch on 8.

 

May 2004

Apart from the expected summer migrants and a Linnet caught on the 2nd, a Mute Swan nesting near one of the net lanes was the main feature for the month. The nest contained five eggs so hopefully we will be able to update you on the happy event next time round! A total of 117 birds were ringed of 26 species. Top spot went to Reed Warbler on 14, closely followed by Blackcap on 13 and both Sedge Warbler and Whitethroat on 10.

LANDGUARD 

 

January 2004

Not usually a very productive month, this year however turned up a few surprises, the best of these being a second winter Caspian Gull on the 28th, which constitutes the first record for the Obs! Also on the 28th, 4 Whooper Swans came in off the sea before heading off north, this record being only the third record for the Obs while an adult Yellow-legged Gull, noted on the 22nd, was only the second Obs record! Sea watching throughout the month was grim, the only noteworthy bird being a drake Smew on the 22nd. Other unusual birds seen included a Woodcock on the 2nd, a drake Eider on the 19th, a Sky Lark on the 25th and two Mistle Thrushes on the 29th.  Five Snow Buntings turned up on the 22nd and remained until the months end whilst up to seven Mediterranean Gulls were present through-out the month.
 

February 2004

February proved to be very hard work although January’s Yellow-legged Gull was again noted on the 10th. A single Shag was present on the 5th and 7th and a Woodcock was flushed on the 27th. The Snow Bunting flock peeked at eight on the 11th but dropped back down to six by the months end and up to six Mediterranean Gulls were present throughout the month. Sea watching was literally just that, as birds of any form were just not out there! The first returning Linnets were noted on the 16th.
 

March 2004

Well, the poor ringing totals from last year certainly saw no improvement this month, this being the first month of the year with a concerted effort to cover most mornings. Unfortunately, with no major Thrush falls and Greenfinches being virtually non-existent, the total for the month, being 195 of 23 species was the lowest March total ever! Blackbird was the top species on 44, followed by 32 Goldcrests and 22 Great Tits. The most unusual birds ringed were Mistle Thrush and Siskin. Decent observation records started fairly well as a Pomarine Skua flew north on the 1st but then slackened off. A first winter Glaucous Gull flew south on the 16th, the same day of the first Wheatear of the spring but then we had to wait until 26th for our next scarcity, when five White-fronted Geese flew south followed by a Marsh Harrier on the 27th. Two ‘Continental Coal Tits’ were noted on the 30th while on the 31st, a Peregrine Falcon and a Wood Lark flew south.

 

April 2004

Ringing improved on last month as you would expect it to, but was still very poor, the total of birds being ringed amounting to 319 of 30 species. Willow Warbler stole top spot with 60, followed by Chiffchaff on 53 and Linnet on 45. Where are all the Greenfinches? The only unusual birds ringed involved the Continental races of both Coal (2) and Long-tailed Tits. Observations of scarce birds again were few and far between, the best including a Peregrine Falcon south on the 1st; a Hawfinch on the 2nd; a Grasshopper Warbler on the 10th; a Merlin on the 19th; a Little Ringed Plover on the 20th, a Jay on the 25th and a Wood Lark on the 27th. Continental Coal Tits were noted on the 5th (3), 7th (1) and 15th (2) while the Continental Long-tailed Tit intergrade was caught on the 17th. 

 

May 2004

A much better month all round stirring up memories of great ‘Maydays’ of the past. The ringing total of 507, of 35 species was particularly good for us in recent years. The top species was Whitethroat on 114, (this was the highest ever month total for this species) followed by Linnet on 56 and Willow Warbler on 53. The most unusual ringing activity was the ringing of 69 Whitethroats in a day, which led to the highest ringing total, being 138 in a day in May ever, this all taking place on the 2nd of May. The observations of scarce birds started well, as a our second ever records of both Bee-eater and Quail occurred on the 2nd; a Pink-footed Goose flew south on the 3rd; our first ever Egyptian Goose was present on the 6th and two Temminck’s Stints flew north on the 15th, this being only our third record ever.

ORFORDNESS

 

January

January saw nine birds of six species ringed, with three Little Grebes being the highest while a Bearded Tit was a nice one to catch early in the year. Non-ringing highlights included 150 Snow Buntings on 10th, and a Water Pipit on 25th.

 

February

In February 20 birds of ten species were ringed, with again Little Grebe on 5 being the top, although the undoubted highlight was the capture and ringing of three Penduline Tits on the 15th. Other interesting sightings included up to six Jack Snipe and five elusive Shore Larks, which were present from the 22nd onwards.

 

March

March gave us 70 birds of 17 species ringed, the top three being Goldcrest on 17, Blackbird with 15 and Chiffchaff with nine. Other birds ringed included two more Little Grebes, two Firecrest and a Water Rail. The five Shore Larks continued to be seen on and off throughout the month; a Spoonbill was present from the 5th to the 14th and a Woodcock was seen on the 28th. The odd Black Redstart put in an appearance, as did the first Wheatears.

 

April

April saw 191 birds of 28 species ringed, the top three being Willow Warbler on 38, Chiffchaff with 31 and Linnet with 24. Another Water Rail was caught, as were four Firecrest and a Blue Tit, which is a bit of an Orfordness rarity! The highlight however was undoubtedly the trapping of a Savi’s Warbler on the 27th. Other interesting birds noted included a Great Skua flying north on the 18th, a Little Ringed Plover on the airfields on the 3rd and 4th and a Wood Sandpiper which flew over on the 25th.

 

May

May was an excellent month with 368 birds of 30 species ringed, the top three being Whitethroat on 76, Willow Warbler with 66 and Meadow Pipit with 24. Other ringing highlights included five Ring Ouzels (four were caught together!) on the 9th and an Icterine Warbler on the 31st. Birds seen included a Nightingale on the 2nd, a Tree Sparrow on the 15th, Spotted Flycatchers on four dates and a Grasshopper Warbler on the 9th, 10th and 23rd. Three Egyptian Geese flew north on the 15th as did a Pomarine Skua on the 16th. Wader passage saw a Dotterel on the 4th, three Curlew Sandpipers on the 5th and two on the 28th, Little Stints on the 3rd and 15th and Temminck’s Stints on the 15th (1), 16th, 17th (2) and 21st (2). A maximum of eight Spoonbills were present throughout the month, including the two returning Dutch ringed birds from last autumn.

NIGEL’S CORNER

 

MOTHS

 

The moth traps have been up and running this year since February 15th. This early start in the year was in response to news on the grapevine of some early migrant activity on the south coast of England. I’m not sure why we bothered to listen to the though as the only migrant we managed early on was a Dark Swordgrass on February 17th amongst a grand total of only six moths in the first thirty nights of trapping. From mid-March, things picked up as expected. A new species for the site this spring was a Brindled Beauty on April 17th. This is a resident and fairly common species whose caterpillars feed on a variety of broad-leaved trees and shrubs. Why this one should wander to Landguard is unknown, perhaps this was the Captain Kirk of Brindled Beauties and just decided to boldly go where the species has not gone before! So far this spring, we have also caught our second ever May Highflyer and The Rivulet. Ash Pug turned up here for the first time ever last year and we are now inundated with them. Apparently if there are no Ash trees around, they will feed on Tamarisk and Sea Buckthorn. An unexpected migrant was The Delicate that graced us with its presence on May 19th.  The exceedingly rare micro moth Agonopterix Curvipunctosa has been noted on 24 occasions this year compared with just twice in the whole of 2003. The Red Data Book moth Tawny Wave first turned up here in 1999 and was presumed to have colonised the site being noted in ever increasing numbers each year until 2003, that is when just one was noted all year. Two were trapped on June 5th so hopefully these will be the first of many this year. 

 

Anyone who wishes to witness the moth traps being emptied is welcome to come on down. Traps are emptied fairly early in the day, usually prior to 0900hrs after which the moths are then released back into the wild. It can take less than ten minutes to empty the traps on a cool morning but in the height of the season in July, the procedure of empting the traps plus identifying all the moths can take several hours. BUTTERFLIES

 

In the Butterfly department, it is pleasing to see many Holly Blues this spring after only one was noted in the whole of last year. A single Brimstone was seen on the 24thof April, this was the first record for many, many moons, while a single Wall Brown has also been noted. Green Hairstreaks have been almost daily and several migrant Painted Ladies and Red Admirals have already turned up early on.

 

DRAGONFLIES

 

Dragonfly records have been exceptional with an early Emperor, smashing Suffolk’s previous earliest record by a week. The first Hairy Dragonfly for four years put in a brief appearance and only our second and third Broad-bodied Chasers have been noted. Large Red Damselflies have put in several appearances; the first records at Landguard of this very common Damselfly since 1987. Why should it turn up this year after a gap of sixteen years?

It is far easier and cheaper to distribute information this way and if you want a paper copy of the information, then you can simply download it.
